READING

books need to come in to school every day.

SPELLING 

Your child will bring home a list of spellings on Wednesday. They will need to look, cover, write, 
check these words and then complete a short activity relating to the words. There will be a 
spelling test on Tuesday. The test will often include unseen words that are in the same word 
family or that follow the same spelling pattern.
