SUBJECT

CONTENT

English

Developing writing skills across a range of narrative and non-fiction genres; reading comprehension skills
with emphasis on inference and deduction; on-going grammar and punctuation skills, handwriting, spelling
strategies and rules. Continuing to read a wide range of fiction and non-fiction including poetry.

Mathematics

Following the Year 6 Mathematical National Curriculum objectives, children will cover:
¢ Numbers in the number systems to 10,000,00 and associated place value skills.
. Algebra, ration and proportion including percentages and scaled factors

. Fractions using all operations and investigating known equivalents.

. Measures inc. geometry of shapes and positioning
There will be a strong emphasis on using and applying knowledge and skills in reasoning tasks.

Science

Evolution and inheritance: Look at how things have evolved over time and how animals and humans have
adapted to their surroundings.
Electricity and forces: Looking at circuits and symbols and how forced act on objects.

Computing

Programming: Understand the concept of variables in programming and relate them to real-world examples
of values that can be set and changed. Creation of a scoreboard and game using Scratch.

Data and Information: Children to understand how to organise and format data while using formula to solve
calculations before progressing on to graph creation with the use of data.

E-safety: Children will investigate staying safe online and the use of social media.

MFL

Language: Children will continue the develop their language skills in French with emphasis on listening and
speaking and developing cultural understanding; translation skills through contact with partner schools.

DT

Structure-playground: Children will design and make an aspect of a playground using recycled materials.

Art

Drawing: Children will use a variety of art mediums and materials to improve their mastery of techniques
including drawing, painting and sculpture.

Geography

Features of the World: Gain a comprehensive understanding of key geographical similarities and differences
between Asia, Africa and Oceania. To identify key cities and topographical features within these areas.

History

WWII (The Battle of Britain): Children will explore an overview of WWII before identifying how the Battle of
Britain was a significant event in both the war and British history.

RE

Christianity: Children will explore the question ‘What do Christians believe about Salvation?’

Music

Musical Composition: Listening to and learning to sing and perform a variety of music. Using this to inspire
their own compositions and graphic scores.

Musical Styles: Children will explore the question ‘how does music teach us about our community?’ by
playing, singing and listening to a range of classical and contemporary world music.

PE

Games: Children will learn skills associated within the games of tennis and cricket while developing core
skills such as balance and flexibility through gymnastics.

PSHE/RSE

Wellbeing: Children will look at skills associated with positive mental wellbeing.
Staying safe: Children will look at developing strategies to overcome risk and keep themselves safe.
