SUBIJECT CONTENT

English Developing writing skills across a range of narrative and non-fiction genres; reading comprehension skills
with emphasis on inference and deduction; on-going grammar and punctuation skills, handwriting, spelling
strategies and rules. Continuing to read a wide range of fiction and non-fiction including poetry.

Mathematics Following the Year 6 Mathematical National Curriculum objectives, children will revise the topics of:
